Our missions team will assist with providing the most basic of
needs; pure, safe, and clean drinking water in the Water for Life
Project. Sugar cane operations in the Dominican Republic hire
Haitians to work at slave wages, providing no food or clean wa-
ter sources. A water purification system has been donated to
provide water; however, it needs to be set up. The plan is to
renovate a school, by moving the school upstairs and placing
the water purification system on the first floor. Our

work would therefore improve school facilities as well as provide clean

water to those who currently have none. Children with swollen bellies

from malnourishment and unsafe drinking water are a common sight

in this locale. We will provide much needed relief from this situation.
